My name is Megan Mason-Todd and | am the new Chair of the GCDE Accessibility Communities (AC)
Subcommittee. | wanted to give you an update on our 2020 year and what we are hoping to
accomplish in 2021.

Funding:
For the July 2019 -2020 fiscal year we granted $54,309.56 to Island, Jefferson, Pierce and Spokane
Counties.

So far in the July 2020-June 2021 fiscal year we have granted $26,045.66 to Island and Kitsap Counties.
We have $68,966.11 left to grant for this fiscal year.

As you may know, our grant funding comes from tickets that are written to people who park illegally in
parking spots designated for people with disabilities. GCDE’s AC subcommittee receives $100 per ticket.
The rest of the funding goes into the general treasury account.

As you can tell, we don’t have a great deal of grant money. When submitting grants please consider
breaking your grant into smaller chunks so we able to grant money for part of your project if we don’t
have money to fund the entire project.

Application Cycle:

The GCDE AC Subcommittee has decided to review grant applications twice a year. This is to allow us to
grant multiple counties funding at one time. If you plan to submit a grant please make sure we receive
your applications by August or March. Funding will be granted in October and May. We have found
that once grant applications are submitted there are number of emails and phone calls that go back and
forth between the counties and the GCDE AC subcommittee to gather clarifying information. The
earlier a project is submitted the more likely a counties application will be ready for review at the
GCDE’s AC Subcommittee’s October and May review meetings.

Something new we are doing this year is offering county ACACs with grant proposals an opportunity give
a brief presentation at our virtual Accessible Communities meetings regarding their proposal. This is
completely optional and by giving a presentation at our meeting won’t guarantee you will receive
funding, it will give counties an opportunity to communicate directly with us. Conversely, if you choose
not to present at our meeting, we will still consider your grant proposal.

2021 County Meeting:

In late Spring or early Summer this year we will host a meeting with all the counties interested in
starting an ACAC and the counties who already have ACACs. The purpose of this meeting will be to offer
advice on how to start an ACAC and to for you all to share best practices on how you run/manage the
current ACAC. We will also share with you what a complete proposal looks like and answer any
guestions you have about the necessary paperwork required.

Duet Tandem Wheelchair Bicycle Proposal

What: This grant application is for funds to purchase two Duet Tandem Wheelchair Bicycles and
make them available at two locations in Kitsap County.

Where: One tandem wheelchair bicycle would be located at the shop in Port Gamble, a
short distance from a mile-long level section of the Sound to Olympics Trail that is scheduled to
be paved in late 2021 or early 2022. The shop owner has agreed to house the bicycle and loan
it to interested riders at no cost. The second tandem wheelchair bicycle would be located

For Whom: This tandem wheelchair bicycle is suitable for people of all ages who are unable to
ride a bicycle on their own for many possible reasons. Frail elderly can be accommodated, as
can people with a variety of disabilities, including blindness, multiple sclerosis, amyotrophic
lateral sclerosis, and cerebral palsy. The Kitsap County Accessible Counties Advisory
Committee would publicize the availability of their chairs so that people who wanted to offer a
ride to a friend, relative, or care recipient could reserve and use them. They would sign a liability
waver and leave a deposit of some sort (perhaps a drivers license) to endure return of the
bicycle.

t's tough to push a wheelchair over wood chips. It's impossible to fit one on a seesaw. And
you certainly can’t fit one on a traditional swing. ¢ Most playgrounds aren’t accessible to
children with disabilities — and not only to those in wheelchairs. Disabilities ranging from
cerebral palsy to autism can limit kids’ ability to enjoy playgrounds. Debra Vaughan wants

to change that.

Vaughan, a member of Poulsbo’s Rotary Club, is
spearheading an effort to make the playground at Raab
Park, 18349 Caldart Ave NE, more accessible to chil-
dren with disabilities. She’s working with the Rotary
Club, the city and other members of the community to
raise money for the equipment. They call their group
“Play for All”

Other accessible playgrounds inspired Vaughan to
take on this project.

“When I was living in California, there was an ac-
cessible playground not too far from where I lived.
That’s how I knew they existed,” Vaughan said. “Right
now, there’s nothing like this close by — you have to

drive all the way to Bremerton or Bainbridge.”

The county’s first accessible playground was built
in 2014 at Bremerton’s Evergreen-Rotary Park. Ow-
en’s Playground at Rotary Park, off Weaver and High
School roads on Bainbridge, opened in 2016. Both
were built through grants and private donations.

Vaughan's passion for serving the disabled com-
munity began when she worked as a speech thera-
pist. She has since retired, but her desire to serve the
community is as strong as ever.

kids to go to places like playgrounds,” Vaughan said.

“It’s an underserved community, kind of an invisible n

community. Not enough people advocate for them.”
Vaughan wasn't the only Poulsbo resident inter-

ested in making the city more accessible. She says

that before the project took off, she and another com-

munity member pitched the same idea separately.

Since then, Play for All has grown into the multi-or- -

ganizational initiative it is today. She says it took six
months to get the city involved.

“The process was pretty involved — I'd never done
anything like this before!” she said. “First, we ap-
proached a community services committee on the
City Council. Then, there’s a parks advisory commit-
tee that’s not part of the City Council, so 1 had to talk

to them. Eventually, after all this, I presented to the ,

City Council, and they got on board.”

The city is excited to work with Vaughan and other :
community members on the project, said Dan °
Schoonmaker, the city’s parks and recreation direc- ;

tor since January. .
Schoonmaker replaced Mary McCluskey, Pouls-
bo’s longtime parks director who retired at the begin-

ning of 2021. He said the Play for All project was sup-

ported by his predecessor.

“When she retired last month, my whole goal was -
to see her projects through,” he said. “I'm just finish- -

ing what she started — she and Debra and those guys
deserve all the credit.”

Play for All hopes to break ground on the play- -
ground expansion in summer 2022. The group is -

‘working to raise $800,000 to cover the project.

The group has put in requests for state and federal -
government grants, and Play for All is hard at work

seeking donations.

“We're selling metal plaques to embed in the side- .

walk. People can put their names or whatever they

want on them,” Vaughan said. “Before COVID, we |

were going to throw house parties and tailgates for |

fundraising, but obviously, that didn’t happen.”

Play for All will kick off its independent fundrais- ;
ing at a virtual event on March 21. To find out more,

visit playforallpoulsho.org.

Vaughan says the new playground will feature a
wheelchair-accessible merry-go-round and wheel-

chair-friendly surfacing.
“We're also planning on having a quiet, somewhat

enclosed play area for people with autism, so they -
can chill out in there,” Vaughan said. “We’ll have dif- *

ferent sensory panels in there, too.”

Vaughan and Schoonmaker see the project as a
significant step toward making Poulsbo more inclu-
sive.

“Inclusivity and equity are the two biggest rea-
sons this project is important right now,” Schoon-
maker said. “I think when you, as a city, take on a pro-
ject like this and partner with other community
groups, it demonstrates our desire to be inclusive and
have a place that people of all abilities can enjoy.”

“Any time you bring new groups of people togeth-
er, it's good for the community;” Vaughan said. “This
project will bring the community together and pro-
vide services to an underserved population.”

COVID-19 Vaccination Eligibility and Appointments

Beginning Wednesday, March 17, a new group of people is eligible to get a COVID-19 vaccine, those in Phase
1b Tier 2. This group includes high-risk critical workers who have public-facing roles (such as in grocery stores
and public transit), people with a disability that puts them at high risk, and many other groups. Federal and
state guidelines will be issued over the next few months expanding eligible groups.

Individuals currently eligible for COVID-19 vaccination include those in Phase
1a and Phase 1b, Tierl and Veterans:

Phase la

® Healthcare workers
* Emergency responders
* People who live or work in long-term care facilities

Phase b, Tier1

* Everyone 65 or older.
* People 50 or older who live in multigenerational households (two or more generations living
together). This is not intended to include parents living with their children.
(NEW) Pre-Kindergarten through 12th grade educators and school staff
(NEW) Child care workers, which include:
. o Licensed family home child care providers, and the family members living in their home.
o Llicense-exempt family, friends, and neighbors that accept Working Connections Child Care
Subsidy.
o ECEAP, Washington's state-funded preschool providers. This is similar to the national Head Start
program.
o Llicense-exempt school-age and youth development providerrs who have been providing care t
school-aged children.

AND (NEW) Washington state has expanded eligibility for caregivers under

Phase 1a:

e Eligible caregivers (licensed, unlicensed, paid, unpaid, formal, or informal) who
support the daily, functional and health needs of another individual who is at high risk
for COVID-19 illness due to advanced age, long-term physical condition, co-
morbidities, or development or intellectual disability. For the caregiver to be eligible,
the care recipient:

. Must be someone who needs caregiving support for their daily, functioning, and health
needs

o Can be an adult or minor child. For dependent minor children, the caregiver is eligible if
that child has an underlying health condition or disability that puts them at high risk for
severe COVID-19 illness. For example: a caregiver of a minor child with Down syndrome.

CO-MORBIDITIES

Morbidity is a medical term that means illness or disease.
Co-morbidities means more than one iliness or disease occurring

in one person at the same time. Phase 1 - Tier 3 includes people

with 2 more comorbidities or underlying conditions that put them

at increased risk for severe iliness if infected with COVID. This list

of these conditions can be found on the CDC website:

CONGREGATE SETTING

An environment where individuals work and/or reside in an enclosed
space and where they are interacting with a high volume of people
over an extended period of time and not able to consistently
maintain physical distance.

CRITICAL WORKERS

Individuals working in an industry that maintains critical
infrastructure for social and economic systems in our state.
(See reverse side for detailed list.)

HIGH-RISK WORKERS IN A HEALTH CARE SETTING

Workers who are at higher risk of COVID-19 infection because
they meet one or more of the following criteria:
* Administer COVID-19 testing or handle COVID-19 specimens
* Administer COVID-19 vaccine or have patient contact in a
COVID-19 vaccination site.
* Work at a community-based, congregate living facility
(for example, long-term care facility, adult family home
or residential care community) where people over
65 years old receive care, supervision or assistance.
* A professional care provider to someone who is a at higher
risk of severe outcomes if infected with COVID-19
(for example, home health aide, dialysis provider,
or cancer treatment provider).bv

HIGH-RISK WORKERS IN A HEALTH CARE SETTING (CON'T)

* Worker (for example, health care provider, security,
environmental management) in a setting that provides
direct care for suspected or confirmed COVID-19 patients.

* First responder (for example, EMS, police or firefighter)
in settings where direct care is provided to suspected or
confirmed COVID-19 patients.

* Worker at high risk of infection and transmission of COVID-19
because of exposure to the general public.

LONG-TERM CARE FACILITY

For the purposes of the vaccine allocation guidance, long-term care
facilities are defined as community-based, congregate living settings
where most individuals over 65 years of age are receiving care,
supervision, or assistance and are unable to reside independently

in the community.

MULTIGENERATIONAL HOUSEHOLD

Household where individuals from 2 or more generations reside
such as an elder and a grandchild. Does not include a parent or
guardian caring for a child or teen.

WORKERS IN HEALTH CARE SETTINGS

This includes the full spectrum of workers at health agencies
including all types of staff (e.g., contracted, part-time,
unpaid/volunteer) and the spectrum of staff who provide services
(e.g., ambulatory, direct patient care, support services). It is inclusive
of Community Health Workers, home care aides, health care
interpreters, doulas, caregivers, and personal care providers.

Group raising money to build accessible
playground at Poulsbo’s Raab Park

t's tough to push a wheelchair over wood chips. It's impossible to fit one on a seesaw. And
you certainly can’t fit one on a traditional swing. ¢ Most playgrounds aren’t accessible to
children with disabilities — and not only to those in wheelchairs. Disabilities ranging from
cerebral palsy to autism can limit kids’ ability to enjoy playgrounds. Debra Vaughan wants

to change that.

Vaughan, a member of Poulsbo’s Rotary Club, is
spearheading an effort to make the playground at Raab
Park, 18349 Caldart Ave NE, more accessible to chil-
dren with disabilities. She’s working with the Rotary
Club, the city and other members of the community to
raise money for the equipment. They call their group
“Play for All”

Other accessible playgrounds inspired Vaughan to
take on this project.

“When I was living in California, there was an ac-
cessible playground not too far from where I lived.
That’s how I knew they existed,” Vaughan said. “Right
now, there’s nothing like this close by — you have to

drive all the way to Bremerton or Bainbridge.”

The county’s first accessible playground was built
in 2014 at Bremerton’s Evergreen-Rotary Park. Ow-
en’s Playground at Rotary Park, off Weaver and High
School roads on Bainbridge, opened in 2016. Both
were built through grants and private donations.

Vaughan's passion for serving the disabled com-
munity began when she worked as a speech thera-
pist. She has since retired, but her desire to serve the
community is as strong as ever.

Schoonmaker replaced Mary McCluskey, Pouls-
bo’s longtime parks director who retired at the begin-

ning of 2021. He said the Play for All project was sup-

ported by his predecessor.

“When she retired last month, my whole goal was -
to see her projects through,” he said. “I'm just finish- -

ing what she started — she and Debra and those guys
deserve all the credit.”

Play for All hopes to break ground on the play- -
ground expansion in summer 2022. The group is -

‘working to raise $800,000 to cover the project.

The group has put in requests for state and federal -
government grants, and Play for All is hard at work

seeking donations.

“We're selling metal plaques to embed in the side- .

walk. People can put their names or whatever they

want on them,” Vaughan said. “Before COVID, we |

were going to throw house parties and tailgates for |

fundraising, but obviously, that didn’t happen.”

Play for All will kick off its independent fundrais- ;

Vaughan says the new playground will feature a
wheelchair-accessible merry-go-round and wheel-

chair-friendly surfacing.

Ride the Clear Creek Trail event
gives wheelchair users a guided
outing

SILVERDALE — After a round of introductions, the group of wheelchair users,
cyclists and walkers scattered to one of Kitsap’s trail gems. Organized by Kitsap
County’s Accessible Communities Advisory Committee, volunteers at the Clear
Creek Trail on a sunny, picturesque Saturday helped to guide wheelchair users in

an outing on the trail.

“Even though I've lived in the county for almost a decade now, I'd never explored
the trail, and so I went to look and I was just blown away by what an amazing trail
it is,” said Bainbridge Island’s Marsha Cutting, one of the organizers for the
outing. “I thought, wow, I would really like to get more people out here.”




“There’s a lot of research that demonstrates that being out in nature has significant
benefits for both physical and mental health,” said Cutting, who uses a
wheelchair. “I think it’s important to open up opportunities to people to do that.”

And so groups split off throughout the trail Saturday.

“I just was interested, because I would love to be outdoors and take advantage of
something like this, which I didn’t even know about,” said one Hansville woman at
the event who uses a wheelchair and was trying out wheelchair hiking for the first

time.

Charlotte Shepherdson, of Port Orchard, joined Saturday’s event with her daughter
Hannah, who uses a wheelchair: “It’s just really important for people to be able to
get out like everyone else,” she said. “It's something that we like to do as a family,

going outside and enjoying the outdoors.”

For Ian Mackay, of Port Angeles, Saturday was another in a long run of days spent
out on trails using his powered wheelchair, which he directs using sips and puffs
on a straw. He hasn't missed a day on the trails in quite a while: "Tt'll be five years

on Halloween this year," he said

He's completed long journeys in his wheelchair, including rides across the state,
but what he’s really proud of, he said, is Sea to Sound, a three-day, multimodal,
supported group ride fundraiser that spans the length of the Olympic Discovery
Trail. Mackay is the founder and executive director of Tan's Ride, which seeks to

promote accessibility in the outdoors.

Mackay was paralyvzed from the neck down after a bicycle crash in 2008: “The first
few years after I was injured were miserable, it was a really dark time of trying to
figure things out,” he said. “I really just tried to embrace the television and
computer games, but that wasn’t me. And so eventually I did get out on trails and
found my solace there. I found my happy place, and I realized that I was trying to
reinvent myself rather than embracing the things I always loved.”

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

This application is for organizations (non-profit or for-profit) to request one-time funding or
policy changes to benefit people who are eligible for services from the Developmental
Disabilities Administration (DDA). Projects must also help improve the Medicaid Home and
Community Based Services (HCBS) system. If an organization has more than one request, please

use a separate application for each one.

The Dan Thompson Memorial Developmental Disabilities Community Services Account was
created in 2005 after the death of Dan Thompson. He was an advocate, a Microsoft employee,

and a person with a developmental disability. In 2020, the legislature passed Senate Bill 6190.

The bill made some changes to how the account operates.

As of August 2021, there is about $55 million in the account. The legislature said they plan to
put another $1 million in the account each year. $5 million of the current balance is from
deposits between 2005 and 2021. The other $50 million came from federal funding through the
American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) of 2021. The ARPA part of the account balance must be

spent by the end of June 2023 and has some other requirements about how it is spent.

The Department of Social and Health Services (DSHS) is required to get recommendations from
the Developmental Disabilities Council (DDC) on how to spend the funding. The DDC created
the Dan Thompson Advisory Committee to identify priorities and create an application process.
DSHS will make the final decisions about which projects to fund. Organizations will be required

to report on how the funding is being spent.
Funding Requirements:

Funding proposals must supplement (not replace, supplant, or reduce) community-
based supports and services.

Funding proposals must be one-time investments.

Funding proposals must benefit people who are eligible to receive services from the
Developmental Disabilities Administration (DDA). This includes people who are
currently receiving DDA services, as well as people who are on the No Paid Services
(NPS) Caseload and not currently receiving DDA services.

Funding proposals must improve or enhance the Medicaid Home and Community
Based Services (HCBS) system.

Funds can be used for capital projects (e.g. building homes, buildings, etc.)

Ride the Clear Creek Trail event
gives wheelchair users a guided
outing

SILVERDALE — After a round of introductions, the group of wheelchair users,
cyclists and walkers scattered to one of Kitsap’s trail gems. Organized by Kitsap
County’s Accessible Communities Advisory Committee, volunteers at the Clear
Creek Trail on a sunny, picturesque Saturday helped to guide wheelchair users in

an outing on the trail.

“Even though I've lived in the county for almost a decade now, I'd never explored
the trail, and so I went to look and I was just blown away by what an amazing trail
it is,” said Bainbridge Island’s Marsha Cutting, one of the organizers for the
outing. “I thought, wow, I would really like to get more people out here.”




“There’s a lot of research that demonstrates that being out in nature has significant
benefits for both physical and mental health,” said Cutting, who uses a
wheelchair. “I think it’s important to open up opportunities to people to do that.”

And so groups split off throughout the trail Saturday.

“I just was interested, because I would love to be outdoors and take advantage of
something like this, which I didn’t even know about,” said one Hansville woman at
the event who uses a wheelchair and was trying out wheelchair hiking for the first

time.

Charlotte Shepherdson, of Port Orchard, joined Saturday’s event with her daughter
Hannah, who uses a wheelchair: “It’s just really important for people to be able to
get out like everyone else,” she said. “It's something that we like to do as a family,

going outside and enjoying the outdoors.”

For Ian Mackay, of Port Angeles, Saturday was another in a long run of days spent
out on trails using his powered wheelchair, which he directs using sips and puffs
on a straw. He hasn't missed a day on the trails in quite a while: "Tt'll be five years

on Halloween this year," he said

He's completed long journeys in his wheelchair, including rides across the state,
but what he’s really proud of, he said, is Sea to Sound, a three-day, multimodal,
supported group ride fundraiser that spans the length of the Olympic Discovery
Trail. Mackay is the founder and executive director of Tan's Ride, which seeks to

promote accessibility in the outdoors.

Mackay was paralyvzed from the neck down after a bicycle crash in 2008: “The first
few years after I was injured were miserable, it was a really dark time of trying to
figure things out,” he said. “I really just tried to embrace the television and
computer games, but that wasn’t me. And so eventually I did get out on trails and
found my solace there. I found my happy place, and I realized that I was trying to
reinvent myself rather than embracing the things I always loved.”

What is the Washington State
Accessible Communities Act?

The Accessible Communities Act, passed by the Washington State Legislature and
signed into law by Governor Gregoire in 2010, helps communities become more
accessible for persons with disabilities. “Accessible” refers to the design or
improvement of facilities, environments, products and services, and to access to
information and to means of communication.

The Act promotes the creation of Accessible Community Advisory Committees
(ACACs) in each of Washington’s counties, and created the Accessible

Communities Account, managed by the Governor’s Committee on Disability Issues
and Employment (GCDE).



What is a County Accessible Community
Advisory Committee (ACAC)?

ACACs are advisory committees appointed by the county legislative
authority (such as a county commissioner or auditor) or by agents or
officers acting under that authority.

For some of you this may not be new information. I've just learned of a free, online map of
wheelchair accessible places around the world. It sounds like a great tool — and it's crowd-sourced,
so in theory it should be actively updating as people interact with it.

WHEELMAP

wheelmap.org/search

Wheelmap is a free online map of wheelchair accessible places around the world. On the
map. the accessibility of locations is designed through a traffic light system: green for full
accessibility, orange for partial accessibility. and red for inaccessibility. Visitors can use the
Search bar to find and check the accessibility of nearby locations or filter the search for
specific kinds of places (e.g.. Transport. Education, Toilets) and degree of accessibility.
Wheelmap can be used in web browsers or installed as an app on both Apple and Android
phones. Wheelmap is a "participatory mapping and crowd-sourcing project." which means
users worldwide can contribute by marking public places for wheelchair accessibility. On the
map. locations that need to be marked are designated in gray. Visitors can click "Get
involved" in the menu to find out how to participate in mapping, report elevator breakdowns,
and help with outreach about this and other accessibility issues and projects. Wheelmap is a
project of Sozialhelden. an organization dedicated to tackling social issues like accessibility
for individuals with disabilities. It is funded through grants. prizes, and donations. and
supported by the efforts of volunteers.
