20-03840: Lambro Properties – Critical Area Variance & Zoning Variance (CVAR-
ZVAR) 
Project Description: Applicant proposes a Critical Area Variance and a Zoning 
Variance. The Critical Area Variance is to allow reduction of the standard wetland buffer 
from 110 feet to 55 feet (50% reduction) and structure setback from 15 feet to 7.5 feet. 
The Zoning Variance is to allow reduction of the required front setback from 50 feet to 25 
feet and 4 inches. Both requests are to allow for the future construction of a single-family 
home on a lot that is heavily constrained by wetlands.
